Wednesday 15th Dec 

Like many schools across the country, we are currently facing low staffing levels and are aware 

that this will continue to be the case for at least the next two days. We have therefore made the 

decision to move to remote learning for year 7 for Tuesday 14th December and Wednesday 

15th December in the interests of our students’ safety and wellbeing. 

This blended learning approach is very important. It will allow all year groups to receive a 

mixture of face-to-face and remote learning, ensuring that the measures we need to put in place 

are fair for all students.
