Temporary closure for Year 9 to move to remote learning - Thursday 3rd February and 

Friday 4th February. 

Like many schools across the country, we are currently facing low staffing levels and are aware 

that this will continue at least over the next few days. We have therefore made the decision to 

move to remote learning for year 9 for the next couple of school days in the interest of our 

students’ safety and wellbeing. 

This blended learning approach is very important, as it will allow all year groups to receive a 

mixture of face-to-face and remote learning, ensuring that the measures we need to put in place 

are fair for all students.

If you child is eligible for free school meals, you will automatically receive a link to access a food 

voucher.

I would like to thank all our families for your support so far and apologise again for the disruption 

these decisions cause. I want to reassure you that the safety and wellbeing of our students is 

always our highest priority.
