Academy Jumper Academy jumper with QKA logo, sleeves 

rolled down.  
No other jumper permitted. 
 

Academy Blazer 
(optional) 

Plain black No other jacket / blazer/ hooded top is 
permitted. 

Academy Tie Worn on a closed neck of white shirt No other tie is permitted. 

White Shirt Formal plain white with stiff collar for 
wearing with a tie (short or long sleeved). 
Shirt sleeves rolled down.   
Top button done up and always tucked in. 

No polo or open necked shirts. 

Black Trousers or Skirt Plain, formal loose fitting school style 
trousers.   
 
 
Knee length or longer academy skirt. 

No skin-tight/stretchy/slim fit trousers or 
leggings; no ‘jeans’ type trousers.  
 
 
No other skirts permitted. 

Winter Coat Academy blazer/jumper must be worn 
underneath.  Coats only to be worn outside 
the Academy building. 

No hooded tops, jackets or sweatshirts to be 
worn over blazers or in the Academy building. 
 
No hooded tops/jumpers/jackets to be worn 
or tied around the waist in the Academy 
building. 

Socks / Tights Plain black or white socks or plain black or 
natural colour tights. 

No patterns or decoration. 

Shoes Plain black sensible shoes.  
 
Shoes must be of leather or leather styled.  

No trainer style shoes, boots, sandals, high 
heeled or canvas styles are permitted. 
 

Jewellery/Accessories  One watch, one pair of small stud earrings, 
one small stud nose piercing. 
 
Discreet, natural make-up.   
 
Plain black belt may be worn. 

No other visible jewellery is permitted. 
 
All jewellery must be removed for PE/Dance 
lessons. 
 
False/acrylic nails or nails with bright 
designs/colours are not permitted. 
 

Hair Hair accessories should be functional and 
discreet. Hair colour should be natural. 

Extreme hair colours or hairstyles are not 
permitted.  
 
No hats or bandanas allowed.

Mobile phones 

 No earphones/mobile phones to be visible in 
and around the academy- these will be 
confiscated by staff if seen in and around the 
Academy building.
